George Washington

hird president of the U.S.
(1801-9), He was a planter
and lawyer from 1767, as well as
a slaveholder who opposed slavery.
He retired to his plantation,

Monticello, where he pursued his
many interests in science,
philosophy, and architecture. In
1819 founded the University of

President

James Monroe

Fifth president of the U.S.
(1817-25), Bornin
\Westmoreland Co., Va., he
fought in the American Revolution.

The first president of the U.S.
(1789-97), he was educated
privately and worked as a surveyor
Thomas Jefferson from age 14. “He is known as

' the “father of his country.” He is
universally regarded as one of the
greatest figures in U.S. history.

An American Revolutionary
leader, he became a lawyer. In
1775 at a Virginia assembly he Military Officer
made his famous defense of
liberty, Give me liberty or give me
death. He helped draft the state’s
first constitution and served as
governor 1776-79 and
1784-86.

James Madison

Fourth president of the U.S.
(1809-17), He is known as
the“father of the Constitution.”
He sponsored the Bill of Rights.

Patrick Henry

He wrote articles and letters, and
served as rector of the University
of Virginia from(1826-36.
